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walks which are primarily for local convenience, $56,000 to the
New York, New Haven and Hartford Railroad and the balance
to the State. Both bridge and approaches are being built as a
Federal Aid project and, under the terms of the Federal Aid Act,
the Government will participate in the cost to the extent of
about $140,000.

The design and construction of the project have been carried on
under the direction of J. A. Macdonald, State Highway Commis-
sioner, and E. C. Welden, Deputy Commissioner. The general
supervision of the design and detailing was in charge of the writer,
while the actual design, layout and architectural features was the
work of J. F. Willis and J. W. Cross, bridge designers in the
Hartford office of the Department. The field work has been
under the direction of D. C. Loewe, Division Engineer, with C. L.
Nord as Engineer on the work. The bridge is being built by
Charles A. Haggerty of Webster, Mass., while John DeMichiel
and Brothers of Torrington are the contractors for the approaches.
