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into the city, thus maintaining the pressure and adding 7,000,000 gallons
available close to the center of consumption. Except at times when both
basins are full and the city pressure is high, such as early in the morning,
the water in the basins floats on the system.

Mill Rock Reservoir was constructed for the New Haven Water
Company by C. W. Blakeslee & Sons, Inc., with Mr. William H. Ryan
as superintendent of construction. Plans were prepared and the work
supervised by Blair & Marchant, Inc., Consulting Engineers; the writer
was fleld engineer.

Standardization

Standardization should begin in the mind of the engineer, and
appear in his designs, drawings and specifications with the adop-
tion of nationally recognized Standards, and by reference thereto
by number and symbol.

Up to the point where Standardization cuts down the number
of items but leaves enough to complete the task efficiently, great
good is accomplished.

Standardization is dynamic, not static. It means not to stand
still, but to go forward together.
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
