Homestead Avenue Interceptor Microtunneling Project— Clean Water Project

This project is part of the Metropolitan District’'s Clean Water Projectdace

combined sewer overflows (CSO) to the Connecticut River. The project will corsstruct
new 72-inch diameter tunnel to extend the Homestead Avenue Interceptor (H#d) to t
Park River Interceptor in Hartford. Currently, the HAI discharges combivealgeto

the Gully Brook Conduit (GBC), which is primarily a storm water pipe, on Walnaettr
north of I-84. This extension will reduce combined sewer flows to the Gully Brook
Conduit from the HAI for flows up to the 1-year design storm. Along its route the new
pipe will take combined sewer flows from the Chestnut Street Sewer, wlatdois
connected to the GBC. As a result the new pipe will reduce combined sewagatflows
two primary CSO outfalls. The entire 3,600 foot length of the proposed Homestead
Avenue Interceptor Extension is anticipated to be in the wet varved clay, with
groundwater 7 to 10 feet below ground surface. Microtunneling has been recommended
to avoid the utilities, roads and rail tracks along the alignment. Currentlgndesiare
challenged with the realistic determination of excavation-induced surftalessant and
ground deformation. Based on available data on the ground’s permeability and grain siz
distribution, it is likely that an earth-pressure-balanced microtunnelhg dan be

efficiently used for this project.
